Both general education and university elective courses must be non-developmental.

For Math Beyond Intermediate Algebra requirement, student may select College Algebra, Calculus, or Finite
Mathematics. If Statistics is used for this mathematics requirement, an additional general education
elective will be required.

For the Social Sciences requirement, students must take courses in at least 2 separate disciples.

Laboratory component needed for at least 1 science course.

Students are required, at a minimum, to complete 40 hours of non-developmental coursework with Franklin
University.
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
