e The minimum GPA for application to all programs in the Dept. of ACES is 2.75. Given space limitations, meeting
the minimum may not ensure your admission, as the actual GPA of the yearly applicant pool determines that
number.

e The College of Agricultural, Consumer & Environmental Sciences (ACES) requires completion through the third
level of one language other than English, either in high school or college, to graduate from the college. Effective
fall 2011, there is no longer a language requirement for transfer admission. It is strongly recommended that
transfer applicants complete this graduation requirement prior to the term of enrollment at Illinois. Early
completion of this graduation requirement will allow time to complete other degree requirements. Length of
time to graduation may increase if the language requirement is not completed prior to enrollment.
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
