Is HALO the 
Right Fit?

To be eligible for HALO, 
students must:
• Have received special education

services

• Possess reading, math and written
language skills at a third-grade 
level or above

• Have the ability to participate in 
most programs or class activities

• Demonstrate the emotional stability 
to adjust to college life

To be admitted, the following 
must be completed:

Visit a HALO class, talk to 
students and staff

Complete a HALO application
(found at heartland.edu/halo)

Obtain two letters of    
 recommendation

Obtain high school transcripts,
Recent IEP and psychological
testing 

Submit all application materials
 

Once applications are received, an interview may 
be requested to ensure that the program is a good 
match for the student’s needs and goals.

HALO offers a higher education 
experience for students ages 
18-28 with intellectual and/or 
developmental disabilities and 

other learning challenges.
